I. Introduction

Institute of Hotel Management, Gwalior is an autonomous registered society setup in the year 1992. It is one of the premieres Institute
under the aegis of Ministry of Tourism, Govt. of India. IHM Gwalior is one of the 21 Central Institutes of Hotel Management, Catering
Technology and Applied Nutrition Functioning in India.

IHM Gwalior is affiliated to National Council for Hotel Management & Catering Technology, Noida (NCHMCT). NCHMCT, Noida is an
autonomous, body under the Ministry of Tourism, Govt. of India, which awards Diploma in Food Production, Diploma in F&B Service and P.G.
Diploma in Accommodation Operations by itself and 3 years B.Sc. Degree in Hospitality and Hotel Administration in collaboration with Jawahar
Lal University (JNU), New Delhi. IHM Gwalior is a Central Autonomous Body (CAB) registered under the M.P Societies Registration Act, 1973

The Institute is located at the Airport Road, Maharajpura, Gwalior in a rapidly growing suburb of Gwalior city, which is hub to some of
the largest educational Institutes in Gwalior and the station of Indian Air Force and Indian Army base.
